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The system for food and beverage health transactions
within university campuses (providing balanced and
healthy meals, mechanisms for food and beverage
packaging/storage, and mechanisms for maintaining a
healthy environment in dining areas on campus).




There are several cafeterias within the university operating under contracts and supervised to
ensure the safety of the food and its proper presentation.

The university has a General Department of Nutrition Affairs, responsible for providing
meals to students residing in university dormitories and visitors to its restaurants. It is subject
to veterinary supervision to ensure the quality of meat and safeguard students' health.
Additionally, there is the Guest House Restaurant and the Central Restaurant, which provide
meals for staff and university visitors.
