1-Meal costs for students residing in university cities in Assiut -
(knowing that the study stops as of 3/15/2022 AD) i.e. the
study period is only 180 days

It is clear from this: The average cost of a daily meal is 3 + 13 +
4.5 = 20.5 pounds per day

The total cost of the student’s meals during the 180 days of the
actual residence = (20.5 x 180 days) = 3690 pounds

The total amount paid by the student during that period as
feeding fees = 175 x 6 months = 1050

The total support provided to the student during his stay =
3690 - 1050 = 2640 pounds

Total support provided to male and female students in
university cities = (2640 x 15,000 students) = 36900,000 pounds
