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relationships to the circle in light of the golden ratio Abstract : Formative relations is one of the foundations of building design,
which is the organization that governs the presence of the elements of the artwork, its arrangement, and its visual assembly
within the artwork. The sum total of the performance processes involved in the design process is the one that has the most
influence on the realization of artwork. Hence, the idea of the exhibition stems from the capabilities of the department as a
basic element in translating and analyzing natural organic elements formally in light of the golden ratio that controls the sizes
of the circle. Where the work was based on the use of the circle shape only, specifically nine fixed sizes of circles, which are
based on the Fibonacci sequence of the golden ratio, the researcher used a fixed size for the circle diameters, which is in
centimeters 1-2-3-5-8-13-21-34-55, and with repetition and overlap Formative Relations of the Chambers All the elements of
the paintings of the art gallery have been achieved.
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
